Dear Saints in Christ, 
 

Americans are preparing to celebrate         
independence from England. The 4th of July 
is remembered as a day of freedom. 
 

We thank God for the freedoms that we have 
in this country. Christôs church is free to  
gather. Weôre free to engage in academic  
pursuits to grow in knowledge and how to 
care for our neighbors. Weôre free to         
participate in elections. Weôre free to own 
land. 
 

There are many blessings yet we must be 
careful because the secular (Godless) notion 
of ñfreedomò means something very different 
from what Scripture describes. 
 

Christian freedom means weôre free from fear 
of death (Hebrews 2). Weôre free from the 
bondage of sin (Romans 6). Weôre free to 
care for our neighbors (Galatians 5). Weôre 
free to gather with the church in prayer, 
praise, and thanksgiving as we receive Godôs 
gifts rather than focusing on ourselves. 
 

Secular freedom says, ñYouôre free to cause 
harm.ò ñYouôre free to abandon                 
responsibility.ò ñYouôre free to murder the 
inconvenient.ò ñYouôre free to follow your 
heart and do whatever makes you happy.ò 
(Remember Jesusô words about the heart in 
Mark 7). 
 

Weôre not free TO sin. Living in sin is       
actually what it means to be bound and on the 
path toward death. 
 

We need to make sure weôre thinking about 
freedom and independence in historical and 
Biblical ways. We are a free country from the 
rule of a monarch and we live in                

 

independence from other countries according 
to our constitution. We are free to live in 
Christ in this free and independent country. 
 

Weôre not free from all authority, especially 
Godôs authority. Weôre not independent of 
all responsibilities and people around us. Itôs 
not as though Godôs law is only for one   
subsect of society. Godôs instruction and 
salvation are for all people. 
 

The idea that thereôs an ability to be free 
from religion is popular but foolish. Thereôs 
either secular religion without God and    
revolving around manôs shifting morality or 
the solid truth of Christ. People either     
worship the pantheon of gods or the true 
God. We are Christians in America. We 
must avoid being Americans who bring   
secular American notions into Christôs 
Church. 
 

This is why we continue to proclaim Christ 
crucified and risen for the forgiveness of 
sins! He is the way and the truth and the life 
(John 14). We want all people to know the 
true God who gives eternal life. Jesus is the 
source of true freedom. He made you His 
own in baptism and gives you life and     
eternal freedom. We want all people to know 
that freedom.

One of my favorite hymns in Lutheran Service Book is hymn #966, 
ñBefore You, Lord, We Bow.ò  I like to sing this hymn all the time, but 
I especially like to sing it around Independence Day.  Why?  Because it 
was written by Frances Scott Key, the author of our national anthem.  
In addition to writing ñThe Star-Spangled Banner,ò Francis Scott Key 
wrote many poems and hymns that reflected his deep faith in Jesus 
Christ.  Hymn #966 is one such hymn. 
 
Key begins ñBefore You, Lord, We Bowò by praising God for blessing 
our nation so richly.  Verse 2 reads, ñThe nation You have blest may 
well your love declare, from foes and fears at rest, protected by Your 
care.  For this bright day, for this fair landðgifts of Your handðour 
thanks we pay.ò 
 
Isnôt that marvelous?  What a great articulation of the many blessings 
that God has bestowed on the citizens of the United States.  Godôs  
people in the U.S. give thanks to God and declare his love because he 
has protected and cared for us throughout our nationôs existence.  Our 
ñfair landò has indeed enjoyed the ñgifts of Godôs hand.ò  We enjoy a 
prosperity unlike anything the world has ever known. 
 
But Key doesnôt stop there. In verse 4 he offers an invitation and   
prayer that the citizens of the earth would turn to Christ for salvation.  
He writes, ñEarth, hear your Makerôs voice; Your great Redeemer 
own; Believe, obey, rejoice, and worship Him alone.  Cast down your 
pride, your sin deplore, and bow before The Crucified.ò  It stirs my 
heart to hear an early U.S. patriot urging people to deplore their sin and 
bow before The Crucified.  What a clear expression of Law and  
Gospel! 
 
I believe this hymn reflects the attitude that every Christian in the U.S. 
should have about our country.  We donôt worship our country.  We 
donôt depend on it for eternal life and salvation.  We donôt view it as 
the source of every blessing.  Such faith and devotion are for Jesus 
alone.  But we do view our land as a blessing from God and thank God 
for his goodness to us.  We rejoice that we have a government that, for 
the most part, works well and preserves the precious freedoms of its 
citizens.  Whatôs more, we pray that God will help and direct us to be 
good citizens.  People who fulfill their duties and work for the common 
good.     
 
So, brothers and sisters, during the month we celebrate Independence 
Day, thank God for our nation. Honor and cherish our flag as that  
wonderful   ñstar-spangled bannerò that it is.  But more importantly, 
ñlift high the cross, the love of Christ proclaim, till all 
the world adore his sacred name.ò (LSB #837)  God 
bless you all!
